Each year millions of birds hit glass windows. Many of them are instantly killed. 





However, many are just temporarily “knocked silly” and just need quiet time to safely recover from the hit (free from predators). 





By following these simple instructions, you will give the bird a safe place and time to recover and fly away (or not).





If not, seek the professional care of a licensed wildlife rehabilitator as soon as possible.
